uring July, I was honored to take part in a four-
Dweek intensive internship here at the Church of

the Epiphany. All I can say at this moment is
WOW.......... It has been very interesting to know what
goes on in a place that you associate only with “going to
church” on Sundays. I have been amazed at the level of
work the dedicated staff does on a day to day basis. The
Christ-filled services that this church provides all week
are a very good lesson that [ will take with me into my
future ministry. I have been privileged to be involved
with many different aspects of parish life, such as staff
meetings, Street Church, long “creative walks”, and
the weekday Eucharist. Interspersed throughout these
responsibilities have been many wonderful times of
fellowship with Epiphany’s employees and volunteers.

What has made the biggest effect on me has been
the opportunity to preach and perform liturgical duties.

I can safely say that I have preached more in four weeks
than I have during my entire academic year at Epiphany.
It has been wonderful and has really worked to build

my confidence. It has also helped me to trust the Holy
Spirit to use me as the Spirit sees fit while preaching. The
liturgical roles that I have participated in have also helped
me embrace my calling as a minister in the Church.

I am so grateful to all with whom I worshipped with
during these four weeks - they really helped me to gain
confidence.

Street Church and the weekday Eucharist were
also incredible experiences for me. The community’s
loving nature was awe inspiring. I watched folks prepare
lunches, participate in services, and gratefully share

sandwiches during Street Church. I also worshipped in the
sanctuary with the downtown poor and workers for three
days of the week. I was honored to get to know these folks,
and [ marvel at their commitment to a daily Eucharist.

One experience that was somewhat out of the
box for an internship was the creative walk. Fr Charles
and I discussed how I might get to know the community
Epiphany serves. He suggested I take a series of
contemplative walks, focusing on connecting with the
people of downtown Washington, DC. For a rural guy
that was a challenge at first, due to my fixating on cross
walks because I did not want to get hit by a bus. When Fr
Charles and I discussed my anxiety during these walks, we
decided that I should try it with music. So, the next day
the composer Arvo Part and I went on a walk. This time
it was a glorious walk. Instead of seeing blobs of people,

I saw individuals who were a lot like me. We all get up
each morning, whether we’re from a shelter, a seminary
apartment, a house, or a mansion in the suburbs. We all eat.
We all love. We all are challenged. We all feel sad. We are
all the Body of Christ. So, I must say that the epiphany that
Epiphany gave me is one that I will recall whenever I feel
like I am falling into an “us and them” frame of mind.

One of the most cherished things that I have
experienced this month is the graciousness and the open-
armed welcome from the staff. Whether it was Ollie’s
Trolley with Mason and Mary, Subway and Moe’s with
Sara and Susan, or simply figuring out a better way to beat
395 traffic with Deb Greenbush, it has been wonderful.
Thanks for a wonderful summer and I will see you all in
September!

2010 Grant Awards Received as of July 15

his time last year, Epiphany had received notice of $45,075 in grants for its outreach programs (The Welcome Table,
I Street Church, and the Tuesday Concert Series). To date this year, we’ve received $65,175 in grant awards. They

include the following:

The Church of the Holy Comforter, Vienna - Street Church $ 7,200

(You may recall that we actually received this grant

at the end of 2008, for a three-year period beginning in 2009.

It’s paid to us at a rate of $7,200 per year. Although this was a competitive

process, former Epiphany seminarian Libby Gibson, now Assistant Rector at

Holy Comforter, was surely influential.)

Workers of St. Alban’s - The Welcome Table $ 3,000
The Hunger Fund - The Welcome Table $ 1,875
All Souls Endowment Board - The Welcome Table $ 1,500

(We received a grant from All Souls last year for
Street Church, for $1,000. This year, a parishioner there encouraged us to
increase our request to $1,500 and put it toward The Welcome Table.)

Gannett Foundation - The Welcome Table $ 7,500

Safeway Foundation - The Welcome Table $ 5,000
(As far as I know, this is Epiphany’s first grant

from Safeway. We hope that will put us on a list of outreach charities

Safeway will want to fund again.)

Morris & Gwendolyn Cafritz Foundation - The Welcome Table $ 10,000
(This is our second Cafritz grant in two consecutive
years. We’re hoping it will become a habit.)

International Monetary Fund - The Welcome Table §$ 14,100
(We have received $5,000 from IMF every year

for some years. This year we increased our request to $10,000. To

our surprise, the award letter stated that in light of the difficulties

for charitable organizations, given the economy, it was making an

“exceptional” grant.)

MARPAT Foundation - The Welcome Table $ 15,000
(For the second year in a row, MARPAT awarded us

$15,000 after we submitted only the brief, preliminary proposal. The
foundation’s award letter stated that its Board knew so much about

The Welcome Table that it did not need a lengthy, full proposal in order

to make its decision..)

Four proposals, totaling $27,500, are still pending. A $10,000 proposal for the Tuesday Concert Series has been declined.
Still, Epiphany has been very fortunate this spring and summer. However, there is, obviously, a lot more to do to reach our
goal of $150,000 in grants by December 31. I’'m researching all possibilities that seem to be reasonable fits and talking with
as many program officers as I can.

Several of you have called or emailed me with prospects you’ve heard about or have happened to see online. I can’t
tell you how much I appreciate that. Epiphany’ success in obtaining competitive grants from private foundations, the
government, and corporate grant-making arms is clearly a team effort, and I’m thankful for any ideas or suggestions you
have.



Responding to Call

“Is the life I am living the same as the life that
wants to live in me?” This is the question posed by
Parker Palmer in his small yet compelling book, Let
Your Life Speak. The author is a Quaker, educator,
and speaker with a passion for exploring the
questions of vocation that all of us have the potential
for asking. He writes about how well our outer lives
reflect our inner lives - and the voice of call.

As Lay Associate, the subject of vocation is
one that interests me as well. It is an important part
of my work in the church and as a spiritual director,
as I often listen to persons who are desiring to lead
authentic lives. Moreover, early this year I found
myself wondering about my own sense of call. This
questioning came about at the same time that the
Washington diocese introduced a brand new, pilot
program for the formation of vocational deacons.
The Church describes the ministry of a deacon in the
Book of Common Prayer as: one who “represents
Christ and his Church, particularly as a servant
of those in need; and [who assists] bishops and
priests in the proclamation of the Gospel and the
administration of the sacraments.” This description
as well as the diocese’s list of diaconate attributes
struck a chord with me that I couldn’t ignore. I felt
the material I read was telling the story of the life that
was living in me, and I became excited about that.

I decided to take the steps necessary to inquire
into the process for ordination to the diaconate.
First, I attended a vocational retreat with Marjory
Bankson (which you can read about in this issue of
Parish Guide), 1 had several meetings with Randolph
about the call, and I completed necessary paperwork
including a spiritual autobiography and letter of
introduction. Then I was interviewed by a group of
diocesan clergy. In June, they decided to nominate
me to Bishop Chane for the pilot program. I was
thrilled. I met with our vestry and received their
blessing. However, I must wait until September
when Randolph and I will meet with the bishop
who will make the final decision as to whether |
will go forward in the program. If he approves the
nomination, [ will begin a three-year program of
study and training as [ am formed as a vocational
deacon. And, I will continue to serve at Epiphany.

Please keep me and the pilot program in your
prayers. Please consider how your life is the life
that wants to live in you. This is a theme that I will

continue to return to in prayer and study. If you want
to do more with the subject of call, I encourage you to
consider the October retreat with Marjory Bankson.
And, if you are interested in being part of a group

to read and discuss Parker Palmer’s book, Let Your
Life Speak, let me know, swalker@epiphanydc.org. I
welcome your interest and the chance to explore call
together.

Vocational Ministry Retreats in the
Diocese of Washington

The next Vocational Ministry Retreat in the Diocese of
Washington will be held on October 1-2, 2010 at Bon
Secours Retreat Center in Marriottsville, Maryland.
Once again this retreat will be led by Marjory Zoet
Bankson, the retired director of Faith at Work, an
organization dedicated to helping people discover
God’s calling in their lives of work, home and church.
Marjory is a lay member of the Church of the Saviour
here in Washington, DC and is a frequent speaker

and retreat leader through the Center for Prayer and
Pilgrimage at the Washington National Cathedral.
Marjory has led these retreats since their inception in
2007.

While these retreats are required of all who are
discerning a call to holy orders, the primary intent
of the retreat is to create a space and way for all
baptized people to discern God’s call to ministry in
their lives. The retreats have had their greatest affect
on those who have attended them amid transitions in
their lives and discerning God’s call in the midst of
those transitions. Because the retreats are designed to
foster individual and community discernment as part
of congregational life these retreats will be offered
in 2011 on April 1-2, 2011 at St. Mary’s Seminary
in Baltimore and on September 16-17, 2011 at Bon
Secours.

Registration for each retreat is limited to 14
participants. Members of the Commission on Ministry
are also present at each retreat to serve as hosts and

to lead worship. The hope of the COM is that each
retreat participant will have a holy time of reflection
and prayer about how God is moving in his or her

life. Registration is online at wwww.edow.org/events.
The cost of the retreat is $120 and scholarships are
available.
