Here is what Frank has written about the two pieces of sculpture:

The Life of Jesus, Mixed Media

In this sculpture, I have attempted to combine the traditional (three panels)
with the contemporary (symbolism) in expressing the birth, life, death, and
resurrection of Jesus.

Panel One: the Star of Bethlehem is a mysterious sign of the birth of Jesus

in a small town with lasting structures - the metal houses - to the open, poor

stable of the Messiah surrounded by Mary and Joseph. Panel Two: the red

rectangle symbolizes the presence of the Holy Spirit at Jesus’ baptism and
in his life. The road Jesus takes is long, but
along the way he feeds the people with bread
and fish, in addition to the many works he
performs. He also leaves us with the Bread
of Life and Cup of Salvation - the Eucharist. Nonetheless, he confronts his death
on the cross for the forgiveness of our sins and the overcoming of death. Panel
Three: the colorful cross symbolizes Jesus’ victory over sin and death, and the
cloth represents the resurrection, that is, the empty tomb of Jesus.

Meditation, Wood

The wooden figure - male or female - represents someone in a Zen position of
meditation. I attempted to convey a sense of oneness with itself and with its sur-
roundings, a feeling of trust in one’s environment. Although the figure is largely
human, it, nonetheless, I tried to impart the notion that meditation and prayer have

a transforming influence on us.
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
