lane last year, and last month DDOT announced an ambitious
plan to devote whole traffic lanes of Pennsylvania Avenue in each
direction exclusively to bicycle traffic, with additional painted
bike lanes on several major connector streets; the District’s
long-term Bicycle Master Plan is more ambitious still. On a
national level, U.S. Secretary of Transportation Ray LaHood
recently announced that his department will consider pedestrian
and bicycle needs equally with those of motorists on all new
transportation projects.

Now that the warm-weather season is here, it’s the
perfect time to work this inexpensive and carbon-free form
of transportation into your routine. James Rogers, Christian
Clough, and Charles Burg are available to answer your
questions about getting around by bike; on the web, you’ll find a
treasure trove of resources for new cyclists (local bike maps, trail
info, tips for riding with children, bike laws, and more) at http:
//waba.org/areabiking/. The streets are relatively un-crowded
on Sunday mornings, so riding to church is a great way to get
started. We’ll see you there!

Smarter driving

It’s hard to imagine a future with no cars at all. If you’re like
most of us and can’t go completely carless, consider upgrading
to a hybrid, downgrading to a more fuel-efficient standard car, or
going from a two-car to a one-car household. Subscribing to a
car-sharing service can ease this transition: see the Eco-Tip from
February 2010’s Parish Guide. While you drive, save gas: keep
your tires inflated to the proper pressure, drive the speed limit,
and have your route planned in advance to avoid wasting fuel
being lost.

Our Sunday arrangement with the PMI Garage has made
driving to Epiphany a great convenience. However, for those
times when you have to park on the street, change may be
coming. According to the “Performance Parking” model
developed by planner Donald Shoup, prices at computerized
parking meters are raised and lowered to match local demand for
parking. On some urban blocks, 25% or more of traffic consists
of people driving around looking for a spot; by ensuring open
spaces for those who really need one, and encouraging others
to find alternate modes of transportation, Performance Parking
decreases congestion and gas consumption. Increased parking
revenues then fund improvement projects in the neighborhood.
Washington is the first large East Coast city to experiment
with Performance Parking; a two-year trial in the area around
Nationals Park was just completed.

Walking?

Plug Epiphany’s address into the tool at walkscore.com and
you’ll find the neighborhood is a “Walker’s Paradise!” Walking
was, of course, the preferred way to get to church for centuries.
When Epiphany was first built, congregants lived and came to
church from within the parish boundaries; even today, many

of our Welcome Table guests are drawn to us from the local
neighborhood. As new residential projects go up in Penn Quarter
and other areas nearby, we at Epiphany may see more and more
downtown dwellers coming through our doors (even as we
continue to work for the day when all who live downtown will
have a home).

he National Gallery
of Art is presenting a
landmark reappraisal

of some the finest depictions
of key Christian themes from
the Spanish Golden Age
